All collection will be suspended between Wednesday, December 31, 
2025, and Saturday, January 3, 2026.
Regular collection will resume on Monday, January 5. As a special 
exemption, combustible waste will be collected on Sunday, January 
4, for districts with a Wednesday/Saturday collection schedule.
Collection times and routes may change greatly during the year-end 
and New Year’s holidays, so be sure to place your recyclables and 
waste at the collection station by 8:00 am on the collection day.

Child allowance applications will not be accepted at service 
counters between Saturday, December 27, 2025, and Sunday, 
January 4, 2026. If you have a new baby born in December 
or have recently moved into Ota City, please submit your 
application within 15 days from the day after your “date 
of change” (i.e., your baby’s date of birth or your expected 
moving-out date from your previous place of residence).
Your application will be accepted even if you do not have the 
necessary attached documentation ready, so please submit 
your application by the deadline. Submit your application by 
one of the following means:

Ota City’s Public Health Center offers free 
and anonymous HIV testing twice a month 
on Wednesdays. The Tokyo Metropolitan 
Government Shinjuku East Exit Testing and 
Consultation Office also offers testing every 
day except national holidays.
